Conservation Stewardship Program applications are due by March 31, 2016. Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) applications are continuing with the Farm Services Agency. NRCS provides technical assistance on CRP contracts.

DNR Forestry – Cody Caulum 
There are 12 tree orders for approximately 13,000 trees at this time. There are 12 new Managed Forest Law applications in Jackson County. The DNR is starting to conduct agency realignment.
