Bill Cornell called the regular meeting to order at 8:30am
Motion made by Charles Jensen, seconded by Karen Thayer to approve the minutes from the previous meeting. All members voted in favor.
Motion made by Karen Thayer, seconded by Norm Stoker to approve the bills as presented for payment.  All members voted in favor.
Motion to go into closed session pursuant to Wis. State 19.85(1)(g) conferring with legal counsel about strategy regarding current or likely litigation in regards to Jackson County v. Boon Construction  made by Norm Stoker, seconded by Charles Jensen. All members voted in favor. 

Motion to reconvene in open session pursuant to Wis. State 19.85(2) made by Merlin Fredrickson, seconded by Charles Jensen. All members voted in favor. 

Parks & Trails Report:
Jon presented the UTV Bid results to the Committee. Motion made by Norm Stoker to award bid to the lowest legal bidder based on Corporation Counsel recommendation. Motion was seconded by Merlin Fredrickson, all members voted in favor. 

Jon passed out shower house bid packet. Motion made by Norm Stoker to approve bid packet and advertise, seconded by Karen Thayer. All members voted in favor. 

Jon informed the Committee that the trails are currently closed due to poor weather conditions. 
Forestry Report:
Jim asked permission to approve the hiring of 2 project employees to perform recon and invasive weed management for the County. This position would be grant funded and would end when grant monies were depleted. Motion made by Norm Stoker to go ahead with hiring process, seconded by Merlin Fredrickson, all members voted in favor.

Jim presented the results of the tree planting bids. Motion was made to accept Northwood’s Forestry as the low bidder by Charles Jensen, seconded by Norm Stoker. All members voted in favor.

Ralph Anderson was present to discuss the Clark Encroachment issue. Anderson asked if the Committee would consider a land trade to resolve the problem. Motion was made by Charles Jensen to table the issue so Jim could gather more information regarding a 3:1 land trade versus land value. Motion was seconded by Merlin Fredrickson, all members voted in favor.

Jim asked the Committee about purchasing an extended cab pick-up truck for the Forestry fleet to help with the transportation of GIS equipment. Motion was made by Charles Jensen to bid out an extended cab versus a standard cab truck, seconded by Merlin Fredrickson. All members voted in favor. 

Jim asked permission of the Committee to change back to 10 hour working days after daylight savings in March. Motion to go to 10 hour days was made by Norm, seconded by Merlin Fredrickson. All members voted in favor. 

Motion to adjourn made by Norm Stoker, seconded by Karen Thayer. All members voted in favor.
