Tobacco Prevention and Control –2019 

Jackson County Public Health, Black River Memorial Hospital, UW Extension, and the Ho-Chunk Nation have partnered for the past 19 years forming the Jackson County Tobacco-Free coalition. This coalition continues to be active responding to new and emerging tobacco products. 2019 focus activities included:
Preventing Youth Initiation
· Vaping /JUUL Presentations 
With the epidemic of vaping efforts to education students, parents, teachers and all community members was a priority in 2019 

Efforts included countywide Dangers of Vaping presentations to student athletes, all middle school students as well as for all 350 freshmen 
· TATU (Teens Against Tobacco Use)

This was the 20th year of this peer education program that trains 35 local teens that present an anti-tobacco message to 350+ fourth grade students throughout the county. The materials were enhanced to include information about the new trend of vaping. 
Tobacco Cessation

· INDEPTH- this is an American Lung Association youth vaping cessation program and was piloted in December 2019 at one local school. 
· Tobacco Treatment Specialist (TTS) – TTS are available to provide education and support for individual and group cessation & are available at both Black River Memorial Hospital and Ho-Chunk Nation.
