EQIP applications are being processed and ranked by staff. There were 20 applications submitted. 

Land Conservation Department – Gaylord Olson II 
The Hatfield Sanitary District proposal to use the Timber Creek stream corridor for phosphorous reduction work is not allowable due to the long distance from the district and different watershed area location.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Superior Fresh has approached the Land Conservation Department to discuss utilizing the Timber Creek stream corridor to conduct more Phosphorous reduction. It appears likely that they would want to proceed with the conservation work in 2020. Superior Fresh would like the LCD to provide the technical assistance for the conservation work. The amount of work projects along the corridor will be determined by the amount of phosphorous reduction required and P levels in the soil adjacent to the stream. The LCD wants to make sure that the landowners will be allowed to utilize either the county proposal or Superior Fresh’s proposal. The LCD may want to delay the County-proposed work until 2020 to see if Superior Fresh decides to fund the work.
