Wildlife Damage Claims and Abatement – DeWayne Snobl
DeWayne discussed the elk damage abatement fence proposal and worksheet for the two Scott Goetzka properties. Scott Goetzka described his game farm business and the negative impacts that the elk have on the pheasant cover since they were introduced to the area. Some of the elk have tended to stay near his properties throughout the year. In the fall and winter the elk eat and trample the pheasant cover. With less cover available there are fewer pheasants that can be released throughout the season. The fewer pheasants that have been released has resulted in less income annually. The more elk that use his properties the greater potential for income reduction. The current abatement fencing payment for this abatement fence would be: 75% State of Wisconsin funds, 25% landowner funds. The site preparation for the fence is the landowner’s financial responsibility. 
Strandberg, Olson motion to approve the elk abatement fencing proposal as presented. Motion carried. 

Natural Resources Conservation Service – Ryan Swatek
Ryan has returned to Trempealeau and Jackson County for work duties after temporary assignment to Monroe and La Crosse counties. Currently contracts are being determined for EQIP. Funding amounts for EQIP is being determined for the various NRCS areas in the state. Jackson County is part of a five-county area.

Strandberg, Blaken motion to approve the Land Conservation Department stream bank stabilization and trout habitat improvement project proposal for the use of the Badger Coulee Transmission Line Funds allocated to Jackson County for environmental projects.
