Land Conservation Department – Gaylord Olson ll
Blaken, Clark motion to approve the County Conservation Cost-Share Program cost-share payment for Waldera. Motion carried.

Clark, Kling motion to approve the Land and Water Resource Management Plan Program cost-share agreement for the Pliner family. Motion carried.

Using the special assessment on the property tax bill for cost-sharing repayment was discussed. The County Corporation Counsel will be contacted about the legal aspects of the Land Conservation Department using the special assessment. 

Schmidt, Clark motion to allow the Land Conservation Department submit a request to the WI-Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection to allow an expansion of eligible Jackson County towns to participate in the Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program. Motion carried with Blaken opposed.   

A recent request from the public for information from the Land Conservation Department took a few hours to assemble. Depending on the type of request, in some instances, the Zoning Department charges their time to assemble information. The LCD would like to use a similar policy to fulfill requests that go beyond providing information that is readily available. The LCAC concurred with doing so.
