LCAC Chair Ron Carney called the meeting to order at 10:05 am. There was not a quorum of LCAC members present. The agency staff present, excluding the Land Conservation Department, was asked to give their report. No action would be taken by the LCAC.

Wildlife Damage Claims and Abatement – DeWayne Snobl
DeWayne has been investigating additional requests for deer shooting permits.  There may be a buyout of the Krueger deer fence. 

UW-Extension – Trisha Wagner
Trisha has been busy scheduling, presenting and attending meetings in the past month. Product marketing, crop insurance and cattle feeding have been some of the meeting topics. She has also been doing survey work on cattle raising costs. 

Natural Resources Conservation Service – Ryan Swatek
Ryan mentioned that the EQIP ranking of different conservation practice applications has been taking place. There were 29 applications with approximately $100,000.00 available for Jackson County. Some of the applications will be submitted to the area or state-wide funding pool for consideration. There is also funding available through the Driftless Area Protection program. The conservation practices would generally be erosion control work. 

DNR Forestry – Dave Halverson
There are new MFL Program applications being submitted to Dave’s office. New applications are in June. There were 44 applications in 2012. He expects a similar number this year. There are still vacancies to be filled in the DNR Forestry section locally. The DNR State Forest staff will be moving to Castle Mound Park on Highway 12 once there new building is completed.

A date will be selected next week to reschedule the LCAC meeting.
