The temporary fence for keeping elk from eating the blueberry plants on Steve Goetzka’s property has been working so far.

The office has been working on soil health initiatives. The Honey Bee and Monarch butterfly habitat improvement programs have been open for applications. The Conservation Stewardship Program sign-up has been generating some applications and contract renewals.
