The MFL deadline is June 1. There are approximately 40 new applications so far. The fire season has been busy but the recent wet weather should help decrease the fire danger potential. Next week the spring tree order of around 17,000 trees will arrive for distribution.

Land Conservation Department – Gaylord Olson II

Ron will sign the CSA once the Laufenberg’s have signed.
