Natural Resources Conservation Service – Ryan Swatek
There have been applications for the fall Cover Crop Program. Ten applications will possibly be funded which would include about 1000 acres. Rye seems to be the preferred cover crop. 
The Local Work Group meeting for the area including Jackson County will be on Thursday, August 16, 2018 in Mondovi. The State Conservation Technical Committee’s subcommittee for Forestry and Wildlife recently held a meeting in Jackson County to discuss and view various aspects of Jackson County Forestry and Parks including Lake Wazee, forestry activities, native species habitat promotion, and wildlife management. NRCS is working with the Cranberry Research Center which is being established in Jackson County.

Motion carried. If the request is granted it would eliminate the need to ask for funding from the County General Fund for the 2019 Land Conservation Department Budget.
