The Text Amendment #2013 – 38 as requested by the Jackson County Zoning Department and the Jackson County Land Conservation Department was discussed. The change was to increase the setback for livestock facilities from 150 feet to 300 feet. 300 feet had been the setback in the Chapter 16 for many years prior the change to 150 feet in 2010. The LCD had the 300 foot setback in Chapter 23 from 2002 to 2010. Any livestock building within the 300 foot shore land area would require a variance granted by the Board of Review. The town position forms had 9 towns in favor, 2 towns against, and 4 towns with no position and the others had not responded. There was no public comment. The Zoning and Land Information Committee voted unanimously 4 - 0 to approve the change.
