Wildlife Damage Claims and Abatement – DeWayne Snobl
DeWayne has been investigating and assessing reports of crop damage from deer by different Jackson County farmers. He has also been responding to more reports of elk damage to crops in southeastern Jackson County. 
Wildlife damage prevention fencing has been inspected for proper maintenance on different properties in the County. DeWayne was involved with monitoring completion of the Kim Pederson elk damage prevention fences that were finished in the past month. There was significant elk damage to the Pederson property crops before the fences were completed, enough to warrant damage claims.

The 2021 Jackson County Land Conservation Department proposed budget was reviewed by the Land Conservation and Agriculture Committee.
Clark, Blaken motion to approve the 2021 Jackson County Land Conservation Department budget as presented and to forward to the Executive and Finance Committee. Motion carried. 

Kling, Strandberg motion to approve revisions regarding the Land Conservation Technician position resolution for the position adoption but delay hiring until adequate funding sources are available to utilize. Motion carried.   

A 7.27.2020 dated letter from Superior Fresh was reviewed by the Land Conservation and Agriculture Committee requesting phosphorus credits for $30.00/credit from Jackson County.  
The Land Conservation and Agriculture Committee maintained their position that the County would want full compensation for the cost of the County’s phosphorous reduction work on Timber Creek stream segments which Superior Fresh requests credit for.
