Bill Cornell called the regular meeting to order at 8:30am
Motion made by Norm Stoker, seconded by Karen Thayer to approve the minutes from the previous meeting with one change to the Wazee motion. Motion was approved by all Committee members but that was not noted in the May minutes. All members voted in favor.

Motion made by Charles Jensen, seconded by Merlin Fredrickson to approve the bills as presented for payment.  All members voted in favor. 

Parks & Trails Report:

Jon informed the Committee that Camping revenue is up $9500.00 from 2012. The trail system is currently closed due to flooding; parts of the trail may be open by this weekend. 
Jon discussed with the Committee about changing the ways that we handle our Parks deposits. Permission to open a checking account at Jackson County Bank was requested and the bank would count each remit and deposit into checking account. At the end of each week a check would be written to the Treasurer’s office eliminating cash counting by the Parks office and the Treasurer’s office. Motion made by Charles Jensen to approve opening up a new bank account for the Jackson County Parks department and modifying our deposit practices. Seconded by Norm Stoker, all members voted in favor.

Motion was made by Charles Jensen to approve appointing Jon Schweitzer to the Elk Advisory Board, second by Karen Thayer. All members voted in favor. 

Jon presented an updated tailings contract with Struck & Irwin Paving. Motion was made by Karen Thayer to approve contract to $1.50 a cubic inch and for Jon to proceed with the Contract. Motion was seconded by Norm Stoker, all members voted in favor. 

Forestry Report:

2 of the 4 moss marshes that were up for bid sold on Thursday, June 6. Motion was made by Norm Stoker to approve Moss Marsh #18 and Moss Marsh #44 to Deli, Inc. Motion was seconded by Karen Thayer, all members voted in favor.

Jim presented the Committee with an 80 acre parcel that is for sale in the township of Manchester. Motion was made by Norm Stoker to look further into this property and acquire about a price, seconded by Merlin Fredrickson, all members voted in favor. 
Morrison Creek land trade has the next item on the agenda. Motion was made by Norm Stoker to go forward with the 2:1 land trade with easement agreements. Motion was seconded by Merlin Fredrickson, all members voted in favor. 

Jim discussed with the Committee about a possible phone upgrade to the main Forestry & Parks office. The phone system is 15 plus years old and installing a new system with a phone tree was requested. Motion to go ahead with the new system while working with the IT Department was made by Karen Thayer, seconded by Charles Jensen, all members voted in favor. 

Motion to go into closed session pursuant to Wis. Stat. 19.85(1)(c) to consider employment, Promotion, compensation or performance evaluation made by Charles Jensen, seconded by Norm Stoker, all members voted in favor. 

Motion to approve employee evaluation of Jon Schweitzer made by roll call, all members voted in favor.
Motion to go return to open session made by Charles Jensen, seconded by Merlin Fredrickson. All members voted in favor.

Motion to adjourn made by Norm Stoker, seconded by Merlin Fredrickson, all members voted in favor.
